Then, choose to visit
one of these two “modern” options: Verdant View where
the “English” farmer will take you on a riding tour in his
unique tractor-pulled wagon, OR visit Kreider Farms, where
over 1,700 cows are milked by computer on a revolving “cow
carousel.”
